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to ENERGY STAR® standards. Starting at
$196,990, this price reflects a $15,000
preview pricing reduction off the
purchase price. Single detached homes
are positioned on 30-, 35- and 40-foot
lots with three Model Homes now open
for viewing.

At Heritage Village towhnomes and
singles on 30-foot lots start from the
low $200’s. Construction is scheduled
to begin this year, and pre-construction
bonuses for Phase 2 include $10,000
off the purchase price, plus five appli-
ances. Now more than 50 per cent sold
these homes feature JamesHardie sid-
ing and brick elevations, and include
ENERGY STAR® features, such as a
tankless hot water heater, an HRV, as
well as upgraded insulation and Low E-
argon gas windows.

New bungalows and two-storey
towns are now under construction
at Folkstone. The new Model Home
and Sales Office were launched in
September and showcase two popular
designs. Prices start in the low $200's,
and for a limited time townhomes
receive an additional $8,000 off the pur-
chase price, as well as air-conditioning
and a pre-construction bonus.

Liza Communities, a division of
Mansouri Group, was founded by
Mansouri'’s father two decades ago, and
is grounded in values that are defined
and represented by a ladybug (artistic),
a dragonfly (holistic), a bee (innova-
tive) and a butterfly (conscious).
